Accelerated Distance Learning

Accelerated distance learning, or ADL is a method to complete a college degree at an accelerated pace through credit by examination, portfolio assessment, traditional and online classes, resulting in a degree in a shorter amount of time and with less expense than a traditional college program.  There are many options for earning college credit. 

Perhaps the most time and cost effective method is Credit by Examination (CBE), which allow students to demonstrate their proficiency in a certain course matter by taking and sufficiently passing authorized tests.  There are many different tests, but the most widely accepted are CLEP, AP, DANTES, and TECEP.
